Criteria

· Well organized and put together, following requirements. 

· Font Times, Arial, 

· Edited for error.

· Presence of all required elements, completed, minimally, at an acceptable level

· Feedback integrated into final drafts

· Progress over initial performance shown

· Thoughtful reflection shown

· Evidence of creativity  (bonus pts.)
